A summary of the two major rule changes this season...

The first rule change is designed to reduce the number of interruptions to the flow of the game and allows a player to "pass" the ball to himself/herself directly from a dead ball.  For free hits, centre passes and hit-ins, the player taking the hit may now pass to himself/herself as long as the ball is stationary, opponents are at least 5 metres from the ball and the player uses a push or hit to move the ball.  The ball must not be intentionally raised from the free hit.

[image: image10.wmf]The second rule is designed to improve safety at free hits close to the attacking "D" by preventing the ball from being hit hard into the goalmouth area.  That is, any free hit awarded to the attacking side within the 23m area may not be played into the "D until it has travelled at least 5 metres or has been touched by a player of either team other than the player taking the free hit.
