Existing Youth members will have received 2011/12 membership forms by post during the September.   Please check to make sure that we have your correct details, especially an active email address.  We are trying to encourage the use of email as it saves a lot of time and telephone calls if managers/coaches etc can contact you this way.

Parents wishing to use the bar and other Club facilities are encouraged to become Social Members at a cost of £10.00 per year. Similarly, if you wish to be involved in the youth section in any way, e.g. coaching, managing, helping in the kitchen on Sunday morning, assisting at tournaments/events, transporting players to and from matches etc, you should take up social membership as Club insurance cover is then required.
