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Chelmsford Hockey Club’s Youth Section

Welcome to another season of youth hockey at Chelmsford Hockey Club. Whether you are new to the club this year or are returning after the summer break, we hope that you will take full advantage of the opportunities available to increase your enjoyment of the sport and help develop your ability to its full potential.

There are some major developments under way this season. Chelmsford is applying for ‘Clubs First’ accreditation which, when awarded, will confirm that Chelmsford is recognised nationally as a first class, well organised and caring club where you can relax and enjoy your hockey. Additionally, the Youth Committee is introducing a development plan to ensure that the club provides the best facilities and coaching it can for our young players.

Discussions are also under way to provide specialised goalkeeper coaching sessions for those who have a talent in that area. Details will be published on the club website as soon as they are available.

It may take some time for these developments to show through but you will notice an immediate change in that all of our younger teams, up to U13, are being supplied with match shirts, sponsored by Gerrardo’s in Chelmsford. These will be issued before matches and collected in afterwards by managers or coaches and are not to be taken home by individual players. We are very grateful for this sponsorship and hope it is the start of a trend that will help finance our development plan. We can repay Gerrardo’s by winning trophies and getting pictures of the teams in their sponsored kit into local and national newspapers. The occasional visit by players, their friends and parents would also be appreciated. (I understand the Italian food is very good!)

You will see from the membership form that we are asking for a current email address for all players and parents. This will be our preferred method of communication; please try to respond to emails promptly to avoid follow-up phone calls! Let Liz Nourse know if your email, telephone number or home address changes during the season.

Schedules of match fixtures, dates and training times for all age groups, U7 to U18, are included in the newsletter, as are lists of the committee, managers’ and coaches’ contact details. Make sure you keep them somewhere safe so that you don’t forget to turn up for training or a match. Some changes are likely, to avoid clashes with County and other events, and additional fixtures may be arranged; keep your eye on the club website and let your team manager or coach know whether you are available for selection.

For those of you who didn’t read the youth website article, last season was very successful, both in terms of trophies won and County and District representation. Our U9 Mixed and U13 Girls won their groups in the new indoor tournament held at the Brentwood Centre. The U11 girls became Essex Mini Champions, with the U11 Boys reaching the semi-finals. The U15 Girls did us proud by becoming the National Cup runners-up and we have had many representatives in the Essex and East squads. The end of season U14 to U18 exchange with Zevenbergen Hockey Club was a fantastic success and we are going to Holland in May 2007 to defend the trophy - watch the website for details.

Finally, a plea to parents: Please don’t abandon your children in the car park. The club’s responsibility starts and ends at the pitch gates and you may miss some important information if you don’t either deliver them, or collect them, there.

Let’s work together to make 2006-07 an even better season for the club.

Existing Youth members will be receiving 2006/07 membership forms by post during the 1st half of August.   Please check to make sure that we have your correct details, especially an active email address.  We are trying to encourage the use of email as it saves a lot of time and telephone calls if managers/coaches etc can contact you this way.

Parents wishing to use the bar and other Club facilities are encouraged to become Social Members at a cost of £10.00 per year. Similarly, if you wish to be involved in the youth section in any way, e.g. coaching, managing, helping in the kitchen on Sunday morning, assisting at tournaments/events, transporting players to and from matches etc, you should take up membership as Club insurance cover is then acquired. 

On the back of membership forms for players under 18 years of age is a consent form, which needs to be completed and signed by a parent or guardian.  A membership card will be issued to all players and a copy of the consent form will be given to the member’s team manager.  Older youth members who play for senior teams on Saturdays will be given a copy of their consent form to be kept in their kit bags.  

Completed Membership and Consent Forms, with subscriptions, should be posted to Liz Nourse (address on form) or handed in at Chelmer Park.  There will be a membership desk in the Clubhouse each Sunday in September, for U7s-U13s, and pitch-side on Mondays and Tuesdays for U14s-U18s.

Weekly training fees will now be collected by each age group’s Manager, and a register of attendance will be kept.

Important Reminder to all Players 

We would like to remind all players that the new rule regarding the bow of the stick will be introduced across England on 1st June 2006. This will mean that any team participating in any EH competition after that date (e.g. HA Cup) should expect that a stick check will be carried out before the matches commence.

The maximum bow permitted from 1st June 2006 shall be 25mm. Players are advised to check their sticks now as they will be confiscated for the duration of the game if they do not comply. To measure the bow on your stick, lay it face down on a flat surface (e.g. a table) and measure the gap at the deepest point.
